Deadline for all application materials (must be postmarked by):  April 15, 2010 
Awards will be announced no later than:      May 31, 2010 

 
 
 Criteria and Stipulations:  
 

1. Awards are to United Methodist students who are enrolled in a full-time degree program at 
an institution of higher education recognized as United Methodist. The institution does not 
have to be in California or Nevada. A list of United Methodist Institutions is included in this 
packet. (Note: The Pacific School of Religion is NOT a United Methodist Institution. Please 
make sure you review the list of institutions before you apply). 

 
2. Applicants must have been a member of a United Methodist Church for at least one year as 

certified by the Pastor (see the “Pastor’s Recommendation and Certification of Church 
Membership” in the application packet). 

 
3. Awards are from “merit”, but it should be understood that merit can be in terms of academic 

scholarship, church involvement, financial need, special vocational preparation for ministry 
or other service, or a combination of these factors. 
 

4. Awards are made on the basis of an academic year.
